The Swedish School system

The Swedish School system is ridiculous. Our schools are only promoting idleness and weakness. Much talent is also neglected by the carrying of our school politics. The late induct of  grades (firstly at grade eight) makes Sweden quite unique among other countries. Our grading system is frankly a joke. A system with only three different grade levels creates an inevitable unfairness towards the students. The amount of knowledge within the different levels are differing too greatly. charge in the classroom? The only authority teachers occupy as it is now, is the subconsciously given authority for being an adult, no more, no less. I think we need to imitate the American School System a whole lot more. We need perfectly written down norms and the punishment for contravening them. Obviously this would create a more safe and efficient working environment.  

Democracy. How much democracy are there to be within the classroom? Should the students join the teacher in the creation of the course of study? My subjective opinion is no. I think that the teachers should listen to the students and modify the schedule subsequent to what their students opinions are but no more. 

Grading system. The grading system needs to change, period. There is no question about it, even from my personal experiences I can with certainty say that this joke can not continue. As I have already mentioned, the amount of knowledge contained within each different grade level is too great, we need to create more levels of grading. I would suggest a system of five different levels, or even ten. This would make it easier for the universities and the employer to with more certainty differ different applicators skillwise.
