  POPULATION  The population have increased with 1% every year the last 25 years. Of this percent 1/3 are immigrant and 2/3 are natural growth.

The population are in percent 82,8% white, 12,6% black, 3,7% Asians and 0,8% Indians.

Totally 80 % of the Americans live in the cities.

FAUNA  Usa is a big country with many different nature environments. Everything from snow and ice all around the year in Alaska to the sunny Florida; desert in Arizona; big cities and lots of mountains.

On the east side of Usa we find: about 600km of cities, and the mountain range the Appalachians, that is a prehistoric mountain range that was made in the same time as the Scandinavian mountain range, and it is similar the Scandinavian mountain range whit similar height of the tops and snow-covered tops. The Appalachians stretches with a width of 200-500km, from Alabama in south, up to the Canadian boundary. With it’s highest top Mt. Mitchell 2037m.

The inner plains are the greatest land regions in Usa. It stretches from Canada in north to the coast plain in south.    

Climate   In Usa there are many climate types because of its openness in south and in north. In north the warm air penetrates up in the summers and the cold winter air down in the winters. On the east coast they have coast climate with a precipitation around 1000mm/year. On the west coasts north half they also have coast climate but with a precipitation around 2000mm/year. The south half has middle ocean climate and a precipitation of 250-1000mm/year. In Huston and down to Florida you’ll have the tropical climate and a precipitation or 1500mm/year and a middle temperature of 20(c in the coldest month.

RELIGION  

Christianity: already in the 17th century the Roman-Catholic church came to Maryland, then the Protestants came: the Anglicans to Virginia, The Calvinists to New Jersey and the Lutherans to Delaware. On the 18th century, the churches in Usa become free churches with open competition. More believers that came to the different Protestant churches, created the revival movement with the leader Jonathan Edwards in the 18th century. In the beginning of the 19th century, still 90% of the population was standing outside the churches. But revivals and immigration the number of Catholics, Baptists, Methodists, Lutherans, Anglicans and also new orthodox members increased. 

Judaism: The first Jew arrived to Usa from Brazil as early as in 1854.

Islam: Islam came to Usa in the same time as the Spaniards. But the Islamic Mohammedan’s weren’t voluntary settlers. Instead they were black slaves. About 10-15% of the Mohammedan’s in Usa are black. Since 1960, Mohammedan’s have immigrated in large quantities. 

The first national Mohammed mosque was build in 1954, today there are over 1200.

Buddhism: The Buddhists came to Usa in the end of the 19th century as immigrants from China and Japan. 

“Buddhist churches of America” was founded in 1944. After the Second World War the interests of Buddhism increased and they got many new believers.

TRADE AND INDUSTRIES

Big nature resources and a very many-sided trade and industry have made Usa to a big power-land in the world.

About: 75% of everybody who has a job in Usa is employed within the servant production industry, for example school, medical treatment etc. More than 15% in the manufacture industry, 8% in mining and building activity and 2% in farming, fishing and forestry.  

Usa has invested a lot on researching in medicine, flight and space industry that have result to a world leading style.

FARMING

Of Usa’s total land area is 20% area under cultivation and 25% are pastureland. The agriculture is enough to feed the whole country and is an important export commodity. Artificial irrigation is often seened at bigger areas and is an important state investment. The farming is very modernized in Usa, example: artificial maturing, hormones and genetics. 

There is no other country in the world that produces so much soybeans, wheat and corn as Usa. Other things that Usa is cultivating are cotton and citrus fruits.  

FORESTRY 

About 30% of Usa’s land area is forest and 60% of the forest are important forest. Annually 500-600 million square meters of wood are felled in Usa. More than 16% of that wood goes to heating in cottages and houses. The remaining wood is industry wood. Usa produces 30% of all the paper and paper pulp in the world.

MINERALS

Usa is also a leading country in minerals. Usa has much iron ore, coal, lime stones, copper, gold and silver. Gold and silver have always played a big part in Usa’s history and they are still one of the world’s biggest producers. They also produce most copper in the world. But metals like: nickel, chromium, manganese, wolfram, cobalt and platinum have to be imported in large quantities.           
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
