CHINATOWN: 
Chinatown is a part of New York, Manhattan, where the population comes from China. Big cities have small parts that called “Chinatown”, like London and San Francisco. On Mott, Park, Pell and Doyer Street Chinatown started. 
From 1870 to 1900 century has the population raised from 200 to 700 residents, but less than 200 Chinese women. 

The first Chinese people came to UN in 1860 like cheep workers to the railway. The Chinese people got bad rumour about they taking the white mans job. 
In 1800 century there went 27 men but only 1 woman. 

The UN takes about a half million immigrants a year, most of them has relatives in the country and over 80 % of the new immigrants comes from Asian or Latin America. 

The Columbus Park is the only park in Chinatown. It was built during the 19th century. 

Chinatown in New York is unlike other Chinatowns around the world. New York Chinatown is both residential areas well commercial area. Besides the obvious 200 Chinese restaurants in the area for employment, there are still some sweet shops. 

Most of the Chinese people work in an “underground” economy, where wages are minimum and transactions are done in cash to avoid paying taxes. 

In 2001, the hard attack against “The world trade centres” affected Chinatown greatly. The tourism and business has been very slow to return to the area. 

Chinatown is very adornment. The street signs, the fancy buildings and towers with figures on.  Some of the buildings are over 100 years old. In such buildings it still common to have bathrooms in the hallways which shared with multiple apartments. 

On Doyer Street much of the Chinese gang take place. They call themselves “Ghost Shadows” or “Flying Dragons”.  You think that Chinatown is one of a kind, but its not. Behind the brightly-coloured signs and the red lamps is there still something that hides. The Chinese Mafia groups control a large piece of New York’s heroin market. 

The proximity of the fashion has kept some garment work, in the local area, most of the garment industry has moved to China. 
Chinatown is a perfect place to buy false perfume, bags, and garments for a low price. 
But with good present shops, hairdresser and exquisite restaurant is there still something wrong. 
Behind these walls you find over thousand men and woman’s that makes clothes to the low price stores. The room next to you find young farmers that are dishwasher for a pay check that the union doesn’t allow. 

Of course is there good restaurants that’s doesn’t do this things, like the popular Joe’s Shanghai, and one other with the same money but less tourist Yeah Shanghai Deluxe. 

Chinatown has a lot of stores, like the Pearl River. A store where you can buy clothes, porcelain and other great things to your home. Dynasty, the large supermarket, very popular and a lot of Chinese that shop there. 

The Chinese and other people, of course, can buy good vegetables and fish around Mulberry Street, Canal Street and all along East Broadway. 

Chinatown has two museums. “Museum of Chinese of America”, that’s a minute exhibition of Chinatowns history. The other popular museums name is “Asian American art centre”, where you can find photos and paintings. 

They have there own cable television as they transmit from Chinatown. They have also four Chinese newspapers. 


The Chinese culture is very difference to the American culture, here are the difference; 

The American; 
There is a small distance between the work-leader and the workers. 
As ordinary they are very stubborn. 
The technique and qualification are more important than feelings and ethics for employment. 
They work with strategy. 

The Chinese; 
There is a big distance between the work-leader and workers. 
They have peace, feelings and circumstance in their minds. 
Ethics and feelings are important when they employ people. 
They seek for some harmony and stable in there weekdays. 
They dont use strategi.
